1.This ZigBee RGB+CCT remote is a wireless transmitter that communicates with a variety of ZigBee
compatible systems. This transmitter sends wireless radio signals that are used to remotely control a
compatible system.

2.This ZigBee remote supports 4 groups for binding max. 30 lighting devices and enables to control
RGB and CCT ZigBee lighting devices.

Short press any other buttons except group buttons, indicator blinking means the remote has already been added
to a network, no blinking of indicator means the remote does not belong to any network..

* When operating the switch to send data packets (over 4 hours since last operation).

* When added to the network by a coordinator.
